ASSUMPTION OF THE BLESSED  VIRGIN MARY: CLOUD DOUGH
The Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary is celebrated on August 15th. On this day, we remember that Mary’s 
body was assumed into Heaven. Make this heavenly soft cloud dough as we honor Mary on this special day. Heavenly Mother of 
God, pray for us!
SUPPLIES:

1/2 cup lotion
1 cup cornstarch
(optional) food coloring

DIRECTIONS:

1. 1. In a bowl, mix together the lotion and cornstarch until well combined.

2. Add a few drops of food coloring and stir.

3. At this point, you may need to use your hands to knead the dough and bring it together. You’ll need to knead the dough for 
around 5-10 minutes (feel free to take breaks if you need to!).

4. If you notice that it isn’t coming together and is too crumbly, add a tiny bit of lotion. If it is too wet or sticky, add a tiny bit of 
cornstarch.
